No entry fee will 
be charged for 4-H and FFA classes. (Dept. 10)
3. Exhibitors must have all animals listed for competition      
on the grounds no later than 3:00 p.m., Monday, August 
4, 2025. All such animals shall remain on the premises 
until 8:00 p.m., Saturday, August 9, 2025.

4. No exhibitor may enter more than 2 animals per     
    individual class.
5. Out of the county exhibitors may enter, but should    
    facilities become limited, they will be cut first based 
    on postmark or approved entry in Fair Entry system.

7. All animals must be free of infectious and contagious 
diseases and a statement of this (preprinted on the CVI 
requires veterinarian’s signature) is required on the 
Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI). Animals 
appearing unhealthy upon arrival may not enter the 
exhibition grounds. A Certificate of Veterinary 
inspection (CVI) issued after July 4, 2025 is required.
